As a Church of England Academy, we seek to follow the Church of England’s Statement of 
entitlement for Religious Education.

• To enable pupils to know about and understand Christianity as a living faith that 
influences the lives of people worldwide and as the religion that has most shaped British 
culture and heritage.

• To contribute to the development of pupils own spiritual/philosophical convictions, 
exploring and enriching their own beliefs and values. 

In addition, we want to prepare them for the diverse landscape of modern Britain; welcoming 
those of all faiths or none.  Especially within the context of our school which is 90%+ intake of 
Muslim children.

Our intent for RWV in Easton CE Academy is that all children are provided with a values-led 

education through a supportive, Christian ethos whereby children develop a strong sense of 

their community and identity and that of others.
